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URGENT NOTICE ! ! !

Abbott Laboratories has issued a recall of its diabetes testing strips.  This may include the MediSense Optium brand provided by the U.S. Veteran’s Outpatient Clinic in Manila.  The recall also includes many other types or brands.  So if you get you test strips elsewhere, you still need to check.
The recalled test strips can give false results which show the blood sugar levels are much lower then they really are.  As a result, a person could try to boost their blood sugar unnecessarily.
Abbott Labs will replace the tests strips at no cost, so you can return them to whoever supplied them.  I have contacted the VA and they advise that this recall is for strips sold in the United States and Puerto Rico only.  However, the VA will check with Abbott Labs to be sure.  But check anyway…. Better safe than sorry.
